Band 1-Student will learn instrumental technique, music literacy, and aesthetic response through rehearsal, performance, and study of a variety of high-quality band literature.
AVID-Advancement Via Individual Determination prepares students for college readiness. Curriculum focuses on writing, inquiry, collaboration, organization, and reading. 
Pre-AICE Spanish 1-The student will develop communicative skills in all 3 modes of communication and cross-cultural understanding. This is high school credit course. Spanish 1 and 2 meet the requirements for Bright Futures when both years are taken. Must have 4 or 5 of ELA FAST and ELA Teacher Recommendation
Theater- Students learn the basics of building a character through such activities as pantomime, improvisation, and effective speaking using articulation, projection, and breathing. Students also learn the importance of technical theater and explore the use of such elements as costumes, props, and scenery. Students practice writing for the theater and explore various theater roles and functions. Public performances may serve as a culmination of specific instructional goals. 
Digital Discoveries 1 and Cyber Security-Students explore the foundations of coding for web design, games, cyber security, and career options. 
Intro and Orientation Agriculture-Provides students with the opportunity to explore various aspects of the agriculture industry, such as plant science, animal science, and agribusiness. Industry certification is available for students who complete both courses in the same year.

Middle School Promotion Requirements
Middle school students are required to successfully complete three years of language arts, mathematics, science and social studies, take the Civics EOC, and complete the Career Planning requirement.

Intensive Coursework
· Students may be placed in an intensive reading class if they do not show proficiency on the FSA ELA Assessment.
· Students who do not receive passing grades in their four core content classes (Math, ELA, Science and Social Studies) will be placed in the academic learning lab for course recovery. 

Schedule Changes
Schedule changes will not be possible once enrolled due to class-size mandates and end-of-course requirements.
